	V, the national charity that inspires volunteering amongst young people has announced the next application deadlines for its match funding programme. Through this programme V provides grants to charities that match up to 100% of any new private sector investment for youth volunteering projects in England. The aim of the fund is to inspire greater levels of investment in youth volunteering from private companies, charitable trusts and foundations and individuals. To date, V has pledges of £35m from the private sector – making a total of £72m that has and will be invested into diverse and high impact projects across England. The programme themes are: 

· Community Cohesion 

· Health and Well Being

Green energy funding for community providers
	Not for profit organisations such as community groups, charities, schools, colleges and faith groups, etc are being invited to apply for funding to install renewable energy technologies (such as wind turbines and solar panels) and energy saving measures (such as roof and cavity wall insulation). 

Under the new Community Sustainable Energy programme, £8 million will be available for the installation of microgeneration technologies and energy efficiency measures (Capital grants) and £1 million for project development grants. The maximum Capital grant available is £50,000 or 50% of the project costs. The maximum project development grant is £5,000 or 75 per cent of the study cost – whichever is lower.

 Project development grants – Grants are available for studies investigating the feasibility of installing any combination of the microgeneration technologies listed below.

· Capital grants – Grants are available for the purchase and installation of any combination of the following technologies:

· Solar photovoltaics

· Solar thermal hot water

· Wind turbines 

· Heat pumps

· Automated wood pellet stoves

· Wood fuelled boiler systems

· Micro-hydro turbines

The funding programme is being managed by the Building Research Establishment on behalf of the Big Lottery Fund’s “Changing Spaces” Programme. Project development grants (for studies investigating the feasibility of installing any combination of the technologies) will be awarded on a first-come first-served basis until all funds are spent. Capital grants will be awarded on a competitive basis at quarterly selection panel meetings.

Telecom provider providing community grants


	O2 have committed £1 million to the “Its Your Community” initiative. Its Your Community, which is managed by the Conservation Foundation, provides grants of £100 to £1,000 to individuals and groups to improve their local environment. The type of projects supported in the past included environmental projects such as turning derelict land into an amenity park or wildlife area, tree planting, creating a wildlife pond, renovating neglected river and canal footpaths, providing water butts and recycling facilities in village halls, etc. The commitment by O2 means that the initiative will now be able to support up to 60 projects per month.

Grants for a variety of regenerative activities

 
	The Ernest Cook Trust provides educational grants focusing on children and young people for the environment, rural conservation, arts and crafts, literary, numeracy and research. Normally one-off, averaging £1500 in the small grants category (mainly for educational resources for small groups). Larger grants of between £4,000 and £10,000 are awarded twice a year.

Projects must be clearly educational, aimed principally to focus upon the needs of children and young people. Trustees are particularly interested in applications that provide opportunities for young people (either to gain qualifications to further their employment prospects or training in crafts which are in danger of dying out). As the ECT is a land based charity, the trustees are keen to support applications which educate people about the rural environment and the countryside, the wide spectrum of the arts, crafts and architecture, and literacy and numeracy. All applications are expected to link in with either the National Curriculum or recognised qualifications. A few research grants are also awarded

	 Trusthouse was formed in 1997, when the Council of Forte inherited shares in Granada. Grants are made from the total return on its investment portfolio. It is governed by a Board of Trustees. Trusthouse currently awards around 350 grants a year totalling circa £2 million. The average grant is £6,000 though they can range from £1,000 to £30,000. There are now two overarching themes to the Foundations grants programme: 

Rural Issues, in which The Foundation accepts applications from local and national charities or not-for-profit organisations which are addressing issues in needy rural areas. ‘The Foundation are interested in, for example: 

projects providing transport for the elderly, disabled or disadvantaged 

Contact networks for young disabled people. Projects which encourage a sense of community such as community centres and village halls

Employment training schemes especially those promoting local, traditional crafts 

Projects addressing issues such as drug/alcohol misuse or homelessness.

Music grants for older people
	The registered charity, Concertina makes grants to charitable bodies which provide musical entertainment and related activities for the elderly. The charity is particular keen to support smaller organisations which might otherwise find it difficult to gain funding. Since its inception in 2004, it has made grants to a wide range of charitable organisations nationwide in England and Wales. These include funds to many care homes for the elderly to provide musical entertainment for their residents. Some of the charities that have received grants from the charity include Age Concern, Exmouth which received a grant for entertainments for the elderly in Exmouth and surrounding areas and Sue Ryder Care, Lancashire to fund access to music therapy workshops at Birchley Hall near Wigan and St Helen's.

Grants for young people interested in film production
	First Light Movies, which provides grants to projects that enable young people to participate in all aspects of film productions, has announced that it is now accepting applications through the First Light Movies Studio Award. With the First Light Movies Studio Award, organisations with experience in collaborative filmmaking with young people can apply for up to £30,000 to fund the production of between two and four short films. 

Applications need to be submitted by 5.30 pm on the 5th May 2009. In addition to the Studio Awards, First Light Movies also makes funding available to projects that involve young people in film production through a number of other Awards. These include the Pilot Awards, which provides grants of up to £5,000 for the production of a 5 minute film; and the What’s the Big Idea Awards provides grants of £3,000 to develop ideas and stories for film.

An example project that received funding from First Light Movies is a documentary about Travellers produced by Calling the Shots and Butleigh School in Somerset. Children attended workshops on how to use cameras. Four of the children, including one Traveller, took the cameras home to film their home life. Children attended a workshop in music run by a music educationalist. 

There was a production day in which Calling the Shots showed selected rushes from the project. And the film was premiered at the school in an event attended by teachers, children, parents and senior representatives of the local authority.

Performing arts awards for those 18 and under


	Organisations such as registered charities youth groups, limited companies and schools that wish to undertake activities that enable young people aged 0-18 to experience the performing arts can apply for funding under the Clore Duffield Performing Arts Awards (formally known as the Clore Duffield Small Grants for Performing Arts Education programme).
 This is a £1 million programme that will operate between 2005 and 2010. Eligible organisations can apply for funding of between £1,000 and £10,000 for educational projects with under 18s that cover every aspect of the performing arts including opera, dance, music, musical theatre, the spoken word and theatre. 

Examples of past projects include: talented young storytellers working on an intergenerational local history project with Age Concern; boys being given an insight into employment opportunities through poetry and creative writing; pupils translating pieces of fictional text into dance; young musicians writing original compositions; and primary students participating in a performing arts summer school to aid their transition to secondary school.
The deadline for the final round of funding is 16th September 2009.

Grants for planting trees 


	The Tree Council, the lead tree campaigning charity working to promote the importance of trees within the changing environment has announced that its Trees for Communities and Trees for Schools grant making programmes are now open for applications. Funds are available for schools and community groups within the UK who are able to show that children under the age of 16 will be actively engaged in the planting projects. The Tree Council's National Tree Week (this year from 25 November to 6 December) is the focus for these projects and successful applicants organise their planting events in conjunction with our annual celebration of the new tree planting season. The Tree Council are able to fund projects between £100 and £700 and successful applicants will receive up to 75% towards their planting costs. For example, if your project totals £700, The Tree Council would offer up to £525. The remaining 25% will need to be secured by your school or organisation.

	Small Grant Programme

Eligibility Guidelines for Grants under £1,000

(It is expected that most grants will be in the region of £200-£600)

The South West Foundation Small Grant fund, run in partnership with Esmee Fairbairn Foundation, is a useful source of small grant funding for small groups. The Purpose of the Fund

The overall aim of the programme is to support and strengthen small Community Organisations operating in the rural areas, market and coastal towns (not large urban conurbations) of the South West Region. The focus will be on activities that enable people from diverse backgrounds to become engaged in their neighbourhoods and communities and to support those organisations that are bringing about real change to the lives of the people who live in those communities.

Where and who should projects be aimed at?

Priority will be given to: 

· small Community  Organisations that are addressing the needs of people in their communities by engaging people in community activity either as volunteers or as people benefiting from  the funded activities 

· charitable organisations with running costs under £15,000 although organisations with larger running costs that can demonstrate a small amount of funding will make a real difference will be considered if they meet the rest of the criteria.

Announcement of new fund to promote sports in rural areas


	Sport England has announced that it will launch a new £10 million fund to create sporting opportunities for people in rural areas. This will be the first in a series of themed funding rounds aimed at increasing community based sport s. The Rural Communities Themed Round will give a wide range of organisations, from local authorities to sports clubs and smaller community groups, an opportunity to develop and deliver new and innovative projects to overcome barriers to both participation and supply of sporting opportunities. Successful bids will make significant contributions to two of Sport England's strategic outcomes: growing participation in grassroots sport and sustaining participation by improving the quality of people's sporting experience. The minimum grant available will be £10,000, but in order to maximise the positive effect on sport in rural areas, Sport England is explicitly encouraging high value, high impact projects. A significant proportion of the successful bids are expected to be projects requiring National Lottery funding of more than £500,000. A detailed application prospectus for the Rural Communities Themed Round will be available on Sport England's website by the 1st April 2009, and there will be a three-month window for outline applications. 

The second themed round will be announced on the 1st September 2009 and will open for business in October 2009.

Match funding for sports announcement


	Sportsmatch, which is funded by Sport England to support the development of grassroots sport, has announced that it is now seeking applications for funding for 2009/10. Through the scheme, Sportsmatch offers pound for pound matched funding to investments made by businesses, trusts and individuals into projects that encourage sports participation at grass roots level. The funding available is primarily for running costs (maximum grant £100,000) although capital awards of up to £25,000 can be made through the scheme. This can include non personal sports equipment such as:

outdoor basketball nets

kwik cricket surfaces

boats sports wheelchairs etc.

The scheme is open to community based sports projects, in particular those that benefit young people, disability groups, black and minority ethnic groups and/or women and girls. Since its original launch in November 1992, Sportsmatch, together with commercial sponsorship, has invested more than £102 million into 5784 community sports projects across England.

	The Sport England Small Grants Programme has been set up to support local community sport projects which seek to increase participation, sustain participation or develop opportunities for people to excel at their chosen sport.

For example, we might help a sports club expand its age range by helping it to buy extra team kit or pay additional coaching fees. Or we may help youth clubs work together with local sports clubs to get more young people playing sport.

Who can apply?

It is open to any bona fide not-for-profit club or association, statutory body or educational establishment.

We will not fund individuals or organisations established to make a profit and distribute that profit to members.

You can apply for any sum from £300 to £10,000 but the total project cost cannot exceed £50,000

The Big Lottery Fund (BIG) has announced that it will be making further funding available from their small grants programme (Awards for All) to enable all World War II veterans wishing to attend 65th anniversary events overseas. Awards for All have already awarded £178,000 this year to enable National Veterans Associations groups and other veterans’ organisations to travel to 65th anniversary commemorations this year. BIG want to reiterate that the Big Lottery Fund's funding opportunity is for all veterans groups who would like financial support to attend 65th anniversary celebrations in 2009. The new funding was announced on Friday, 20 March and full details will be announced shortly.

	The People's Millions is back for the 5th year


	Big in partnership with ITV has announced that The People's Millions is back for the 5th year, to fund 69 projects across the UK with grants of up to £50,000. The People's Millions is seeking applications from voluntary and community groups; local authorities; schools; statutory health bodies; and social enterprises for projects that help people to transform or enjoy their environment or communities. Priority will be given to projects that also get people involved in their local community; help people in the community who are most in need; and are original and imaginative. Examples of previously funded projects include; Ahoy Sailing centre in Deptford, a charity committed to giving young, old and disable people the chance to take part in a wide range of water-based sports. A total of £3.5 million will be available. Up to five awards (4 winners plus 1 bonus award) are available in for each of the following nine ITV regional news areas: Anglia, Central, Granada, London, STV North, STV Central, UTV, Wales and Yorkshire. Up to four awards (3 winners plus 1 bonus award) are available in each of the following six ITV regional news areas: Border Meridian (East of the region), Meridian (West of the region), Tyne Tees, West and West country.

	Changes to Awards for All from the Big Lottery 

Changes to Awards for All 


	Currently (prior to April 2009) Awards for All England is a joint Lottery grants programme supported by Arts Council England, Big Lottery Fund, Heritage Lottery Fund and Sport England. From April 1st 2009 each of the lottery distributors supporting the scheme will have their own small grants programmes up and running. Applications can still be made under the current arrangements until 31 March 2009.

The change will mean that each distributor can better address the needs of their applicants and the themes they support.

 

Overall, across all the distributors, it is anticipated that new money available for small grants in 2009-10 will be comparable to money that was available to community groups through Awards for All in 2008-2009.

To ensure this change will be as seamless as possible, the distributors will each run their own small grants programme as follows

· Big Lottery Fund will launch a new small grants programme on 1 April 2009 awarding grants of £300 to £10,000 to local communities in 2009-2010.

· Sport England will provide small grants for sports ranging from £300 - £10,000 from 1 April 2009.

· Arts Council England will provide small grants through their existing ‘Grants for the arts’ programme, supporting awards between £1,000 and £100,000. 

· Heritage Lottery Fund small grants will be provided through the existing 'Your Heritage' (£3,000 to £50,000) and 'Young Roots (£3,000 to £25,000) schemes.

· All projects must help to deliver the Big Lottery Fund’s outcomes. 

· There is now no need to send documents such as accounts and bank statements with applications.

· There is now no need for signatures on the application forms.

· If BIG wants to fund the application, it will make a conditional grant offer. 

Following conditional offers, BIG will ask for signatures, bank statements and any other documents needed. Awards will then be confirmed if those documents are satisfactory.

Awards for All projects must meet at least one of BIG’s outcomes:

· People having better chances in life with better access to training and development to improve their life skills.

· Stronger communities with more active citizens working together to tackle their problems.

· Improved rural and urban environments which communities are better able to access and enjoy.

· Healthier and more active people and communities.

Applicants need to think about what changes do they want to make to the lives of the people they want to help, and how will those changes help achieve one or more of the four Big Lottery Fund outcomes.

You can apply if you are:  voluntary and community organisation, school, parish or town council, health body.
You cannot apply if you are a: Individual or sole trader, private profit-making organisation, statutory organisation other than those listed above, organisation not established in the UK.
You must have at least 3 unrelated people on your governing body a UK bank account in the name of your organisation with at least two unrelated signatories.
You should send BIG an application at least three months before your project is planned to start and complete your project within one year of when BIG confirms your award
· Grants are available of between £300 and £10,000.

· Only one application can be considered at a time.

One Awards for All funded project needs to be completed and the end of Grant report approved before you can apply again.

· One organisation cannot receive more than £10,000 of Awards for All grants in any two year period. 

· BIG will only fund non-recoverable VAT.

· Applicants with building projects that need planning permission will need to have that permission in place before applying.

· Applicants with building projects will need to own the freehold of the land or building or hold a lease that cannot be brought to an end for at least five years.

· Total costs of building works must not be more than £25,000 (including VAT).

	Parks for People Programme Opens for Applications 


	The Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF) has announced that the next closing date for applications to the Parks for People programme is the 31st August 2009 for a decision in December 2009. 

Launched originally as a joint initiative with the Big Lottery Fund full responsibility for the programme will pass to the Heritage Lottery from April 2009. Local Authorities as well as not for profit organisations that own public parks and gardens can apply for grants of between £250,000 and £5 million for the regeneration of parks and public gardens (including squares, walks and promenades). Applicants will need to raise at least 30 % of the project costs from their own sources and partnership funding, either as cash or non-cash contributions. 

The ‘Parks for People’ programme has a two-stage application process. If a Stage One Pass is awarded, applicants can submit a Stage 2 application. 

Recent awards include: a £1.84 million grant to restore Castle Park in Fordsham, Cheshire back to its original historic landscape and to improve sports facilities, the play area, and cafe and kiosk facilities a £3.5million grant to restore the historic landscaping and buildings, upgrading footpaths, entrances, furniture and signage of Brockwell Park which is located between Brixton, Norwood and Dulwich.

Sea Change

Regenerating Seaside Resorts
	Sea Change is a £45 million capital grants programme which aims to help regenerate run-down seaside resorts across England.  The programme, which will see £15 million invested each year in heritage and culture from 2008 to 2011, is led by the Commission for Architecture and the Built Environment (CABE).

Two streams of funding are available:

Annual large grants - grants of between £2million and £4million are available to commissioned local authorities for cultural and heritage projects aimed at breathing new life into the towns.  Applications under this scheme must be match funded by a minimum of 100%.

Annual Open Application Grants - grants of between £200,000 and £1million are available to local authorities representing any of England's seaside resorts.  Applications under this scheme must be match funded by a minimum of 50%.

The main criterion in selecting the resorts is social and economic deprivation.

Safer Food, Better Business

Funding for local authorities

	The Food Standards Agency (FSA) is inviting local authorities in England to apply for funding from the Safer Food, Better Business (SFBB) Special Grant Scheme to help them support small caterers and retailers to use SFBB to achieve improved food safety and increased legal compliance.

Available funding has yet to be finalised, but the programme will focus on the following three key priority areas:

Preparation for the 2012 Olympics
The FSA is looking for innovative proposals from local authorities within areas that will be directly involved in events associated with the 2012 Olympics, as well as from those areas expecting higher tourist numbers linked to the games.

Sustainability of SFBB implementation
Centrally-provided SFBB funding will be decreasing and so this priority focuses on sustainability of SFBB implementation for the future.  Proposals should involve partnership working with key intermediaries or organisations that work with small businesses or provide services to them, eg cash and carry operations.

Moving to the new six-tier National 'Scores on the Doors' Scheme
The FSA is keen to support those local authorities that wish to move to be part of this national scheme.  SFBB funding could be used to assist those businesses at most risk of attaining a poor 'score' because of inadequate food safety management.

It is anticipated that the major part of supported project work will be completed by 31 March 2010, but it can extend into the financial year 2010/11.
